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1. INTRODUCTION

The object of the Union for Sports, Culture and Tourism International of Posts and Telecommunications - Union SCIPT - is to contribute to maintaining the physical and intellectual well-being of the PTT staff by:

1. promoting sporting, tourist and cultural exchanges among PTT staff

2. developing reciprocal friendship and understanding between these staff

3. communicating information and sharing experience on these matters.

The following may become members:

1. The postal and/or telecommunications authorities, as well as the national companies resulting from such authorities, or the departments charged by these authorities or companies with the organization of sports, tourist and cultural activities for PTT staff.

2. The national associations involved in the organization of these activities.

The Union SCIPT has no political, union or denominational leanings. It is not run for profit.

2. GOVERNING BODIES

The Vice-president for Culture and Tourism, Elisabeth Marquet, has assumed new functions, and The Culture and Tourism of France has nominated Mr. Claude Perardel as new delegate at the EC and will dispose the votes of the organisation. As Elisabeth Marquet has initiated several tasks and heads several working groups, however, the EC meeting in Dublin agreed that Mrs. Marquet fulfils her tasks as Vice-president until the next Congress in 1996.

3. ADMINISTRATIVE ACTIVITIES

In 1995 the following meetings were held:

The Bureau: 16 - 19 March, Berlin, Germany

23 - 24 May, Dublin, Ireland

09 - 12 November, Paris, France.

The Bureau meetings in Berlin and Paris were organized by APV, Germany, and GIP Social, France, respectively. Both meetings were very well organized. Representatives from the administrations attended the meetings. The Bureau finds such contacts and participation of reciprocal benefit to all parties involved. In the coming years it will be very useful to have meetings hosted by members/administrations who are not represented at the Bureau. It gives the Bureau a great opportunity to explain and have close talks about the work of the Union and the benefit of being a Union member.

The Executive Committee: 25 - 27 May, Dublin, Ireland.

The 1995 EC meeting was organized by An Post Ireland, and was very successful in every way. We would like to thank Mr. Jack Gleason, Director An Post, Maire ni Shiochain, John Mann and the other members of the organizing committee for the excellent organization and friendly frame of the meeting.

In addition to the meetings, the bureau members have communicated frequently by telephone, fax and letters. Several informal contacts have also been made with organizers of Union events and other Union members.

This year the Secretary General, organizers of Union events and Union members have discussed the entries of participation on several occasions. In order not to make it too difficult for the organizers, the Union members must observe the deadlines for entries etc. This matter will be dealt with at the 1996 EC meeting.

In 1995 the Bureau dealt with a.o. the following questions:

3.1 Preparation of items for the Bureau and EC-meetings.

3.2 Statutes/regulations etc.

The articles 4 and 6 of the Statutes as well as the following regulations were examined by the Bureau and amended in 1995 or will be proposed amended by the EC/Congress:

* The General Regulations (amendment of several articles) * The Athletics Regulations (minor amendments) * The Basketball Regulations (minor amendments) * The Volleyball Regulations (minor amendments) * The Handball Regulations ( revised) * The Table-tennis Regulations (minor amendments) * The Tennis Regulations ( minor amendments). * The 5 A side Indoor Football (new). 

By national competitions (ex. photo competition in Italy and Cyclo-Tourism in France), the international participants must accept the rules and regulations set by the organizers.

3.3 Union Events

The Bureau has made a proposal of Union events for the period 1997-1998, which will be submitted to the 1996 EC-meeting. Several cultural events will be proposed and the Bureau hopes the Union members will give them their support.

The following events proposed at the 1994 EC meeting have been examined by the Bureau and the EC: Sailing, Cyclo-Tourism, Indoor Football (5 A side), Bridge, Photo competition, Music, Video competition and Bowling.

Indoor football, Photo competition, Brigde and Bowling will be proposed as Union Events. The other activities are proposed to be maintained at a national level, but if desirable, the Union will support an invitation to other Union members and will be able to distribute it.

Invitations for the 1996 Volleyball Championships and the photo competition (theme: Architecture) have been distributed to the Union members.

3.4 Address list of Union Members and Presidents/Members of honour

An address list has been circulated frequently to the Union Members and Presidents/members of honour. It is very important that all addresses, telephone numbers, fax numbers and contact persons are correct and updated. The Presidents and members of honour receive all the documents etc. distributed by the Union as well. 

3.5 Activities organized between members

3.5.1 Sports games in Riga, Lettonie

The Sports Council of the Trade Union of Lettonian P&T organized the yearly Sports games in Jourmala outside Riga 7 to 9 July. Athletes from Estonia, Lithuania and Sweden were invited. The events were: basketball, swimming, athletics, table tennis and shooting.

The Secretary General had the opportunity to attend the games. The games and the frame around them were very friendly, and all the participants seemed to enjoy themselves. A friendly banquet closed the successful games. The whole manifestation was held in the best spirit of Union SCIPT.

3.5.2 Football Telemalta - CDCR Portugal

19 - 27 July 1995 The Telemalta Football squad was hosted by Centro de Desporto, Cultura e Recreio dos CTT of Portugal. Two friendly football matches were played:

1st match: CDCR, Lisbon 5 - Telemalta 2

2nd " CDCR, Oporto 1 - Telemalta 4.

The Assistant Secretary General, who attended the matches, confirms that the event organized in Portugal certainly was in conformity with the ideals of the Union SCIPT. 

3.5.3 Nordic Open in shooting

In July 1995 a Nordic Open Championship was organized in Finland. The events were the following: * airgun * miniature * pistol.The participants represented: Finland P&T, Sweden Post, Denmark P&T, Great Britain Posts and Norway Post. The championships take place every second year. In 1997 they will be organized by Norway Post. 

3.6 Representation

The Bureau was represented by the Secretary General, Gunnat Hundhammer, at the following meetings etc:

- A preparatory meeting for the EC and Congress 1996 in Stockholm (May)

3.7 PR articles etc

The Bureau has produced a Union SCIPT information leaflet and greeting cards, which were distributed during the EC-meeting in Dublin. The cards and leaflets can be ordered from the Secretary General.

3.8 New logo of the Union

A proposal of a new Union logo will be presented at the 1996 EC meeting.

4. UNION EVENTS

4.1 ATHLETIC CHAMPIONSHIPS

The 10th Athletic Championships were held at Nya Ullevi Stadion 28 June -1 July , the same stadion which hosted the IAAF's World Championships 6 weeks later.. About 230 athletes from 14 Union member took part in the Union SCIPT Championships.. 

Postens Idrottsforbund, Sweden, and Postens IF, Gothenburg, were the postal organizers. Technical organizer was the athletic club "Vikingen". 

For the first time events were organized for veteran ladies and men. The participation was good, and the Bureau will propose the introduction of veteran events on a permanent basis.. 

The 10th Athletic Championships were a great success, an we congratulate the Swedish organizer on an excellent event.

4.2 BASKETBALL CHAMPIONSHIPS

The Championships were held in Helsinki, Finland, 16 - 19 September.

11 teams, i.e. one group of five and one group of six teams, took part. However, some late entries complicated the preparation of schedules for the matches.

The matches were played in two halls, and the teams had the very best playing conditions.

Because of the high number of teams, the time-limit set for the championships was too short. As for the technical organization of the championships, however, the Finnish organizer did an exellent job.This was the first time Finland P&T organized a Union SCIPT championship, and we are happy to congratulate Pertti Jyrkinen and his colleagues on an excellent organization of the championships. Due to lack of time, the matches for the placings from 5 - 11 were not played.

4.3 CHESS CHAMPIONSHIPS

The 12th Chess championships were organized by Polish Telecom in Poznan, Poland, 

14 - 21 October 1995. This Union event as well as all the other events in 1995 were very well organized, and the Polish organizer had made the very best preparations. Congratulations to Polish Telecom, Urszula Majewska and her colleagues on an excellent job.

4.4 PAINTING EXHIBITION

The circulating exhibition of paintings made during the Union SCIPT skiing championships at Al, Norway, in 1994 should have circulated as follows in 1995:

Due to a delay in Italy the paintings have not been exhibited there. The delay has caused problems for the Netherlands, as the country is not able to receive the paintings for the time being. The paintings have therefore been sent to Norway and will be exhibited there in February 1996.

We regret the problems caused and will remind our members of the necessity of being punctual.

4.5 PHOTO EXHIBITION

In 1995 the Interphotexpo should have circulated as follows:

* Austria, Sweden, Italy, the Netherlands and Luxembourg. 

Unfortunately, the exhibition was delayed in Italy and could therefore not go to the Netherlands.

We have experienced a lot of problems in connection with the Interphotexpo 1994/1995, as the organizers have not followed the rules for the production of catalogues and the evaluation of photos. 

It seems necessary to make improvements for the next Interphotexpo to be starting at the 1996 Congress.

4.6 CULTURE AND TOURISM EXCHANGES

A youth group from Polish Telecom has visited France and Switzerland.

4.7 HOLIDAY CENTRES LEAFLET

A new edition of the leaflet was distributed during the spring of 1995. It is also valid for 1996.

A new leaflet will be prepared for 1997 and is planned to be distributed in September/October 1996.

5. 40TH ANNIVERSARY

The merger between the UISPTT and the UTC PTT took place at the Inaugural Congress in Malta in 1992. The UISPTT was founded in 1955 and the UTC PTT about the same time. The 40th anniversary of the Union was celebrated during the EC-meting in Dublin. President of Honour, Dr. Gerda Richawy, Austria, and Member of Honour, John Mc Chesney, Great Britain Posts, have been engaged in the organization almost from the very beginning. They were both present in Dublin, and expressed their satisfaction and great support of the new Union, and wished all the best for the future of Union SCIPT.

8. ECONOMY

The Union SCIPT is a non-profit organization and depends solely on subscriptions of its members. It is therefore of utmost importance that subscriptions be paid punctually.

The expences in 1995 were approximately as budgeted. The purchase of new medals and pins accounted for the highest costs. The production of greeting cards, a PR-leaflet and a holiday leaflet represented further expenses.

The Union still enjoys a good reputation and support on the part of P&T Administrations, and has so far free access to their office equipment, copying machines and translation service.

The economy of the Union by the end of 1995 is good, and the capital is supposed to be sufficient to meet unforeseen expenses. Although 1996 will bring a lot of extra expenses due to the Congress, I hope that we will be able to maintain the subscription fee of 300 CHF per member for 1996.

9. FINAL WORDS

Slovenia, Lettonie and Estonia have become members of the Union SCIPT in 1995, and we are happy to welcome them all. 

1995 has been an active year in the Union SCIPT. The athletic, basketball and chess championships were all organized in an excellent way, both from a technical and social point of view. The organizers had made a good preparatory work, which contributed to making the championships successful.

The athletic championships included veteran classes in some events. The participation in these events was very good, and a proposal will be made to introduce them on a permanent basis. 

The previous international P & T basketball championship was organized 19 years ago. It was all the more pleasant to note a participation of as many as 11 teams. The participation in the chess championships was good as well, with 14 teams taking part. 

The merger of the UISPTT and the UTC PTT in 1992 has proved to give positive effects. Members of the previous UTC PTT may now participate in sports championships, whereas previous UISPTT members may participate in cultural and touristic activities. We are particularly pleased to note that members from the previous cultural part of the UTC PTT make themselves felt in sporting activities as well. In this connection I have Finland, Greece and Poland particularly in mind. We are also pleased to note the positive attitude and enthousiasm manifested by Portugal CTT after having been a "passive member" for some years. We hope that Italy will be back on the scene again when the reorganization of the Italian P & T is finished. This applies to Spain as well. 

The organization of cultural activities has not been as easy as expected in 1995. The travelling exhibition has been circulating, but has experienced certain difficulties on its way. We hope to avoid such problems in connection with future exhibitions.

Certain decisions made in the cultural field in 1995 should please many of our members, and the Bureau hopes that the proposals - a.o. for the introduction of bridge championships, a visit to Norway by folkloric groups in 1997 and the organization of a "Cultural week" every second year proposed by France/GIP - will be approved by the 1996 EC meeting. If a cultural week is introduced, France/GIP has offered to organize the first one in 1997. Furthermore, we are considering the organization of a cyclo-touristic event in 1998, an event intended for people who are interested in keeping their body in shape and who give priority to outdoor life rather than to striving for the best placings.

A lot of extra work is caused both to organizers of events and to the Secretary General due to members' failure to observe deadlines for entries and to issue certificates of participation for the championships. Insufficient information provided by members and subsequent reminders account for much of the Secretary General's work as well. This issue will be thoroughly dealt with at the 1996 CE meeting, and we hope to arrive at solutions which will be favourable for all parties involved.

The Bureau is continuously observing and discussing the development and reorganizations that take place within the different postal and telecommunications administrations. The changings will take place very quickly, and we must be able to cope with always changing conditions. We are, however, pleased to note the interest that is still taken in our activities. The seriousness by which our work is characterized and the confidence we have achieved at the different administrations, are worth while taking care of in the future.
