	1. Opening of the meeting

Gunnar welcomed members to meeting no. 3 of the Board of Union SCIPT.  He expressed the appreciation of the Board to Sweden Post for kindly organising the meeting.  

Gunnar gave some information on the work and social programmes organised by Sweden Post.
Anders welcomed the Board members to Stockholm.
	

	2. Minutes of the Board meeting in Larnaca 

(The minutes of the first two Board meetings were forwarded to the members as Bureau meetings number 24 and 25. As these were minutes of the new Board, they should have been titled minutes of meetings 1 and 2. The present meeting is number 3.)

Gunnar informed the Board that with regard to point 10 of the minutes, Maltacom will organise the Bowling competition in 2002.  The Board approved the minutes.

	3.  Correspondence

E-mail from John Saliba informing of his inability to attend the Stockholm Board meeting due to study and urgent work commitments.  He also informed that Maltacom would like to organise a billiards competition for interested members in 2002.

PVKPN announced that they will be sole members of the Union from 2002- SWKPN no longer exists as far as sports, culture etc., is concerned and PVKPN will organise events from now on.

Report from Nazario Gargano of Italy Post that they have run some events (painting and slides) which were auctioned to raise funds for charities in Chernobyl and Kosovo and successfully raised 12,000 Euro for Unicef. He wished to propose this type of activity for Union SCIPT events. He also gave details of changes in his Organisation and these will decide on candidature for organisation of future Union events. Nazario is Head of Department Sport and Culture.

Peter received a letter from Elly de Vries stating that it had been decided to cancel the International Music Festival as they only got entries from three members and the minimum needed was five.

Thessalonika Telecom, a sub member of Greece Telecom wrote to Gunnar saying that they may participate in the GA and they invited the Board to hold their next Board meeting after the GA in Thessalonika to coincide with their Annual Choral Festival.

Henk Belderbos of PVKPN also has invited the Board to meet in Amsterdam.

Peter has asked Erwin Schüpbach about archival material of Union SCIPT and hopes to get it at the GA.

Malta Post had proposed to hold a shooting event in Malta- 2 disciplines- sometime in 2002.

Gunnar received a card from Nanta Kovitvanij formerly of Thailand sending her best regards to all the Union members.

Gunnar has been in contact about the Bridge competition with Gunnell Callerstrand.

Johny L’Hoyes- The Board has been informed that the decision about Johny’s position on the Board as Finance Officer is final.  

Belgium Post will participate in the football.

51 members have confirmed their participation in the GA to date; there have been no responses from Maltacom, Poland Telecom, Great Britain, France PTT, Germany- unclear if they will be a member as they are undergoing reorganisation and have to concentrate on internal matters; Belgian Telecom have asked André to send them an invitation.

Gunnar informed the meeting that a lot of members have paid their subscriptions.  Portugal Telecom have contacted Gunnar and hope to attend the GA- they will settle the unpaid subscriptions, also Belgium Telecom.

Gunnar said that work between board members was very good and e-mail was helping to obtain speedy responses from members.  He suggested that Board members should designate a backup person in their organisation to deal with their e-mail when they are out of office.
	

	4. List of Tasks

The Board went through the list of tasks which had been drawn up at the last meeting to be done for the Stockholm meeting.  The Tasks of the Board Members had been drafted and amended in English and French.

The Secretary General had issued an invitation to members to submit their candidature for the position of Finance Officer by 9th March but no responses had been received at the time of the meeting. 

The Board discussed the situation and it was agreed that Gunnar will do the accounts for 2001.  Michel as Vice-President will co-sign the accounts to be submitted to the GA.
	

	8.  Internet Site

Slovenia Telekom has agreed to help to develop an Internet Site for the Union and will bear the cost of setting it up.  Ivo Tomc from Slovenia Telekom, his son Yure and Vladimir, a specialist, made a presentation to the Board on the progress made during the working session.

	9.  Public Relations Material

The material in question- pins, pennants and flags, medals need to be replaced. The logo and how it should be displayed was discussed.  It was decided that the text “Union” should be on one side of the logo and “SCIPT” should be on the other;  the PMS colours :  Blue PMS 286; Orange PMS 137; the font Arial.

The Board  got prices  for pins, flags and medals and showed some samples. The Board discussed the matter and decided to accept the prices offered by “Art for Sale” for pins and medals (oval-shaped medal) and Faber for the flags.

The Board suggested that Board acquire end-of-year cards and business cards for Board members.

	10. Marketing and New Members
Anders has produced an updated leaflet/brochure on the Union in English and French; Sweden Post has agreed to bear the cost.

Anders suggested that the Board should send a copy of the new brochure which would contain the Internet address to former/lapsed members/inactive members to inform them of the  developments in the Union.

It was also agreed that some new organisations (about 10) will be contacted.  

It was agreed that the internet site will contain a question asking if the viewer would like to join Union SCIPT giving details of how this could be done.
