PRESS RELEASE

A new Union for Sports, Culture and Tourism for the benefit of employees in Postal and Telecommunications Administrations was formed in Malta on Thursday, 11th June 1992.   58 delegates from 26 countries were present for the Inaugural Congress of this Union. 

Delegates chose a logo and the name “Union SCIPT” (Union for Sports, Culture, Tourism International for Post and Telecommunications), for this new organisation. 

Union SCIPT has no political or denominational leanings and is run on a non-profitable basis.   The objects of  Union SCIPT are to contribute towards the physical and intellectual well-being of Posts and Telecommunications employees by:- 

Promoting sporting, touristic and cultural exchanges 

Developing reciprocal friendship and understanding 

Communicating information and sharing experiences on these matters 

The total number of employees in Administrations who are members of Union SCIPT is nearly 2,000,000. 

During the inaugural congress delegates discussed and approved the new Union’s Statutes, General and Internal Regulations and the Sporting, Cultural and Touristic Activities that will be held during the years 1992-1994. 

One of the most important decisions taken by delegates was the election of the Bureau of the Union, the following persons were elected:

Organisation of the Union for sports, culture and tourism international of Posts and Telecommunication

Union SCIPT was established as a result of the merger (in 1992, in Malta) between the International Union for Sports of Post and Telecommunications (UISPTT) and the International Union for culture and tourism of PTT (UTC-PTT).   UISPTT had been founded in 1955 in Amsterdam, and the UTC-PTT in 1951 in Paris.   The merger was a rationalisation of resources, because in several of the member organisations the same persons were responsible for both sectors and moreover all the leisure activities have a lot of similarities.
